Warm-Up 1.3.2 Debrief
1. a=5b=12,andc=20
Recall that the perimeter of a triangle =a + b + c.
Replace the values of 4, b, and ¢ in the formula for perimeter.
perimeter =a+b +c¢
perimeter = 5 + 12 + 20
perimeter = 37 Simplify.

The perimeter is 37 feet.

2. a=8 b=x,andc=15
Replace the values of 4, b, and ¢ in the formula for perimeter.
perimeter = 8 +x + 15
perimeter = 23 + x Combine like terms.

The perimeter is (23 + x) feet.

3. a=x,b=1,andc=6
Replace the values of 4, b, and ¢ in the formula for perimeter.
perimeter =x+1+6
perimeter =x + 7 Combine like terms.

The perimeter is (x + 7) feet.
